Ac-
cordingly, baiting
with squeakers or &=
food is strongly
discouraged.

Judge determines a breed
(or breeds) would be better
evaluated with bait, the
Judge may alow baiting
for al exhibitsin that
breed (or breeds) at their
discretion (in Conforma-
tion events ONLY). If
such adetermination is
made by the Judge, food
bait and squeakers must
both be alowed; Judges
may not alow one type of
bait and not another. Bait
of ANY kind must
NEVER be tossed or
thrown and must NEVER
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Exhibiting Dalmatians at United Kennel Club Events:
An American Kennel Club Exhibitor’s Perspective.

Established in 1898, the United
Kennel Club is the largest al-breed
performance-dog registry in the
world, registering dogs from al 50
states and 25 foreign countries.
However, in the United States, it is
generally the older American Kennel
Club that is thought of as the “gold
standard” in dog shows, but this
should not necessarily be so. There
are some extremely high quality dogs
being exhibited a UKC events,
including dogs who have been
Specialty winners, Group winners
and Best In Show winners a¢ AKC
events, as well as a great number of
breeds that are either part of the AKC
FSS program or not currently AKC
recognized breeds. In fact, UKC
shows are where many of the new
breeds moving into AKC competition
have “cut their teeth” in show ringsin
the United States.

Damatians were recognized by the
UKC in 1914. The UKC breed
standard is very similar to the AKC
Damatian standard with much of the
wording almost identical. However,
the UK C standard does not employ
the 100 point delineation of physical
attributes found in the AKC
Damatian standard and the UKC
standard identifies several faults
specifically as serious faults (cow
hocks, spots lighter than described,
over 23" tall, missing trim and

abnormalitiesin eyelids or lashes).
Breed disqualifications are identical in
both standards and include:

* Patches,

 Any color spotting other than black &
white or liver & white, including tri-
color or lemon spots

e Over 24" at the withers
 Overshot/undershot bite

Overdll, attending and exhibiting at a
UKC show is very much the same as
doing so at an AKC show. Entrants are
evauated against the breed standard to
identify the entry which most closely
matches the “perfect” dog. The ring
procedure and judging process are
virtualy identical with non-titled dogs
and bitches broken into severa puppy
and adult classes with the opportunity
for breeders to showcase their bred-by
exhibitor entries in a separate class.
The Winners Male and Winners
Female will both earn points towards a
Championship title.

A dog cannot complete a UKC
Champion title without having defeated
other dogs in competition. However, in
addition to defeating dogs of their own
breed, a dog may earn competition
wins (though no additional points)
through group placements. Any
placement can earn a competition win,
as long as another dog has been beaten.
Competition wins may also be earned
with Best in Show or Reserve Best in
Show wins.

There are some key differences

between AKC and UKC

conformation events.

At theBreed Level

* The Best of Winners class is held
prior to the Best of Breed
competition, so only one class
animal competes for Best of
Breed. There is no Best of
Opposite Sex award, so the gender
of the Winner's animal competing
in the Best of Breed class is
irrelevant.

» The UKC offers a Grand Champion
title above and beyond the Champion
title. To earn the Grand Champion
title, a dog must win the Champion’s
classfive timesunder at least three
different judges with at least three
other dogs competing. At thislevel,
dogs and bitches are judged together
in the same class.

* The Grand Champion’s class (for
dogs/bitches who have already earned
the Grand Champion title) is also
held prior to Best of Breed. Thus,
Best of Breed competition may
include (as entries dictate), the Best
of Winners, the Champion class
winner and Grand Champion class
winner.

At the Group Level
» There are eight recognized groups
a UKC shows. They are very
