There are many ways your pet can be 
poisoned and the poisons can be  
ingested, inhaled, or absorbed through 
the skin. Some poisons act immedi-
ately, while others take days for 
symptoms to appear which can make a 
diagnosis difficult because often the 
symptoms of poisoning are very simi-
lar to other medical problems. When 
there are signs of nervous system in-
volvement (like tremors or seizures), 
your main objective is to get your dog 
to a veterinarian as quickly as possi-
ble. If possible, bring the poison in its 
original container to the vet, and any 
vomit or recent stool sample. If you 
suspect your pet has been poisoned, it 
is important that you seek veterinary 
treatment immediately because your 
pet's chances for survival depends on 
immediate medical attention.  
Here is a list of common signs seen 
with poisoning: 

muscle tremors (including un-
controllable shivering)  
seizures  
vomiting and/or diarrhea 
(sometimes with blood pre-
sent)  
excessive salivation (drooling 
or foaming at the mouth)  
redness of skin, ears, eyes, 
pads of the feet  
mental depression or unusual 
excitement  
bleeding (i.e. with rat poison 
ingestion)  
blisters of the mouth or skin  
excessive pawing at the 
mouth or excessive licking  
swelling of limbs  
elevated or low body tempera-
ture  

What you should do if you suspect 
your pet has been poisoned:  
Call your veterinarian or veterinary 
emergency clinic immediately. Have 
the following information ready:  

If known, the name of toxin, 
product or plant (take the 

complete container with you to 
the vet)  
Whether it was ingested, in-
haled, or absorbed  
Approximately how much of 
the toxin was ingested  
When you suspect that your pet 
may have been poisoned  
Approximate weight of your pet  
Your pet’s symptoms 
(vomiting, tremors, salivation, 
etc.)  
General observations of your 
pet (i.e. color of the gums, res-
piratory rate, heart rate, body 
temperature)  

DO NOT induce vomiting without first 
consulting your veterinarian or Poison 
Control center because some toxins are 
caustic and vomiting will only increase 
the damage.  
If Your Veterinarian Tells You to In-
duce Vomiting  
Always follow the instructions given by 
your vet or the Poison Control Center. It 
is possible to induce vomiting using hy-
drogen peroxide given in small 
amounts.  
Skin or Coat  
If your dog has a poisonous substance 
on the skin or coat, wash it well with 
soap and water or give a complete bath 
in lukewarm water. Even if the sub-
stance is not irritating to the skin, it 
should be removed, otherwise the dog 
may lick it off. Soak gasoline and oil 
stains with mineral or vegetable oil, 
work it in well, then wash with a mild 
detergent, such as Ivory dishsoap.  
Eyes  
If a poisonous substance gets in your 
dog’s eyes flush the eyes with plenty of 
water. Lukewarm water may be more 
comfortable to the eye but time is of the 
essence as any poison could perma-
nently damage the eye or cause blind-
ness.

The Center will do as many 
follow-up calls as necessary in critical 
cases, and at the owner’s request will 
contact their veterinarian.

Whelping Box, Puppies and Brags 

 
ALWAYS Be Prepared! Your animal 
may be poisoned in spite of your best 
efforts to prevent it. You should keep 
telephone numbers for your veterinar-
ian, a local emergency veterinary  
service, and the ASPCA Animal Poison 
Control Center  
(1-888-4 ANI-HELP) in a convenient 
location. If you suspect that your pet 
has ingested something poisonous, seek 
medical attention immediately.
