
The annual Premier is the 
largest UKC event, with a 
total entry in 2008 of almost 
5,000 dogs-over 4 days- and 
almost as many spectators. It 
is held each June in Kalama-
zoo MI at the Kal County 
Fairgrounds and this June will 
be the 16th Premier.   

NUA Dalmatians have won at 
Premier events, at least Best 
Male or Female, every year 
but one. On June 19th 1999, at 
the 6th Premier,  Ch. Stock-
lore Forrest Can O'Pee was 
BB and Stocklore Top Spot 
was WD, BW. Opie was BB 
over 6 class entries; 1 Cham-
pion (Opie) and 3 Grand 
Champions (two of which 
were AKC Ch's). One class 
bitch was TCJ Mona Lisa who 
won Best Female. Eva Berg 
placed her AOM at DCA 
2000.   

The first Premier show was in 
1994 and was held at the State 
Fairgrounds in Detroit. There 

were only 2 all-breed shows 
then. Last year there were: 
3 Dog Shows 
Multiple Specialties 
2 Agility Trials 
3 Dog Sport Trials 
2 Obedience Trials 
2 Terrier Races 
2 Weight Pulls  

One of the more interesting 
conformation events is the 
Top 10. The top 10 winners 
in each breed are invited to 
compete 
against other 
top 10 
winners for 
Premier Top 
10 Winner. 
The 2008 
Top 10 
winner was 
an English 
Pointer.    

The Premier 
this year will 
be from June 
11th thru 

June 14th and will include: 
Conformation, Junior 
Showmanship, Agility, 
Obedience, Dog Sport, 
Dock Jumping, Top 10 and 
All Stars.  

In 2003 NADA had a   
Specialty in conjunction 
with the Premier.

In the works for the 
future are a new 
standard, possibility 
of a temperament  
certification and 
participation in the 
UKC Premier in 
June. Our second 
annual specialty is 
planned for the fall.
