
Draft UKC Dalmatian Breed Standard 
The May 2009 issue of the 
newsletter included a draft of 
the proposed UKC Dalmatian 
Breed Standard. Included also 
were dissenting comments 
from two members of the DNA 
Standard Committee. I  
sincerely hope that every DNA 
member has taken the opportu-
nity to review the draft and has 
given serious consideration as 
to its adequacy (1) in defining a 
Dalmatian's appearance, move-
ment, and temperament, and 
(2) in providing a clear and 
concise guide for a UKC show 
judge.  

The principles that guided us in 
writing the draft Standard can 
be summarized as follows,  
prioritized pretty much in the 
order listed:  

* Maintain a close correspon-
dence between the UKC and 
AKC Standards so that UKC 
registered Dalmatians do not 
over time diverge in appear-
ance from their AKC-
registered kin.  

* If a question of appearance 
competes with a question of 
health, consider the health factor 
to be preeminent.  

* Define desirable characteris-
tics broadly so that the breeding 
pool of Dalmatians is as geneti-
cally diverse as possible while 
preserving the essentials of 
breed type.  

* Minimize the number of dis-
qualifications using instead 
faults and major faults whenever 
possible. Do not set arbitrary 
disqualifications, for example, 
on the basis of a fraction of an 
inch difference in stature, but 
rather on the degree of diver-
gence from an ideal.  

* Eliminate antiquated number 
scores such as those found in the 
old "Scale of Points" freeing the 
judge to assess the relative 
standing of a Dalmatian he is 
judging on the basis of its over-
all quality and conformity to the 
entire Standard.  

If I had not participated as a 
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member of the Standard Com-
mittee, I would have supposed 
that developing a Dalmatian 
Breed Standard should be an 
easy task, especially since we 
already had the old UKC  
Standard as well as Dalmatian 
Standards from the AKC, the 
Kennel Club, the FCI, and Can-
ada to work with. But a surfeit 
of resources can be more diffi-
cult to meld than starting from 
scratch. In addition, the com-
mittee members are a diverse 
lot and, each of us brought to 
the task a different set of priori-
ties which sometimes pulled us 
in different directions. That 
said, we have delivered a pro-
posed Standard with only a 
couple of dissenting positions.  

At this point the ball is in your 
court. Your comments on the 
proposed Standard and the dis-
senting opinions are solicited 
and should be sent to the DNA 
members mailing list: dna-
members@spotsdna.org prior 
to the annual meeting on  
September 19th.
