
Great News!  The French 
breeder who got Stocklore 
Forrest Windsong (Wendy) 
from Bob Schaible a few 
months ago completed all 
the requirements to get her 
registered. 
  
So Wendy is the first  
descendant of the backcross 
project to be registered out-
side of the US. France is an 
FCI country. The  
FØdØration Cynologique 
Internationale is the World 
Canine Organization. 83 
countries belong to the FCI. 
Each FCI country issues 
their own pedigrees and 
pedigrees from one FCI 
country are recognized by 
all FCI countries. When 
Wendy has pups they can 
be registered in other FCI 
countries. 
  
There is growing interest in 
NUA Dalmatians in Europe 
and the main obstacle is 
getting them registered. 

The AKC has a monopoly 
deal where the AKC will 
accept pedigrees from 
countries that agree to ac-
cept dogs from the United 
States only if those dogs 
are AKC registered. The 
UKC has been trying for 
years to get other countries 
to accept UKC pedigrees. 
But the AKC got there first 
and sewed up the market, 
so to speak. 
  
Most countries have special 
procedures for dogs that do 
not meet normal require-
ments to be registered. The 
dog gets a number but their 
ancestors do not. So they 
are entered into the registry 
with a blank pedigree. That  
is how Wendy is registered 
in France. 
  
When Wendy is bred to a 
French Dalmatian the pedi-
gree of the pups will be 
blank on the bottom except 
for Wendy’s name. 

Wendy’s great grand pups 
will finally have complete 
3 generation pedigrees. 
At that point, they should 
be able to be imported 
into the US and Canada, 
no questions asked. 
  
It may seem like a long 
time to wait for Wendy’s 
great grand pups to be 
born. But compared to the 
decades Bob has spent 
trying to work with DCA/
AKC, the European sys-
tem seems like a snap.

Kay Martland  Being based in the 
UK,  I would imagine you all wonder 
why would  I be interested in the NUA 
dalmatians.  So, I will tell you a little of 
Our (My husband Ian & My) history 
with this wonderful breed. 
 
We were blessed with our first girl, 
Deefa, in 1988.  We had some fun in 
the ring with her for a couple of years, 
before, she was spayed due to recurrent 
phantom pregnancies. 
 
Our second girl (Druga) joined us in 
1993, however, she did not have that 
outgoing personality we had expected 
& was in fact quite nervous, as a result 
she was never shown & we decided we 
would just enjoy the breed we loved.  
They were joined in 2001, by Merlin, 
who had been passed from home to 
home for the first 4yrs of his life. 
 
When in 2006 we lost Druga to a brain 
tumour, we were going to continue with 
rescues.  However, we found out that 
Jules Burton had a litter.  So, enter the 
present members of the family, Dino 
was first, at 8 weeks old & he was 
followed about 4 months later by his 
sister Jessica.  We are very proud that 
Dino has qualified for Crufts every year 
so far, although relatively lightly 
shown. 
 
One of the reasons 
for our choice of 
the Dalmatian, 
was, the fact that 
they are essentially 
a healthy breed, 
with fewer of the 
hereditary diseases 
that affect some breeds. We have been 
lucky enough to never have had ’dally 
rash’ or epilepsy, both considered a 
problem.  We did, however, have to 
deal with Merlin & the problems he had 
with his hips, not considered a problem 
in the breed, over here.  We have been 
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lucky enough not to have had to deal 
with the problem of urate stones, but, 
we have had only 3 bitches & 2 dogs 
(one neutered) in 21yrs.  Hardly enough 
to be able to say that any problem 
doesn’t exist.  Which is why we read as 
much as possible about all the condition 
which affect the breed, from both sides 
of the fence, & came to the decision that 
the ’back-cross project’ is a fantastic 
opportunity to remove an awful genetic 
condition from this wonderful breed. 
  
I feel very privileged to now be a 
member of a club who’s primary 
function is the health & welfare of the 
breed, & look forward to the first NUA 
Dalmatians in the UK, & even more to 
the first litters. 
 
We very much hope that Dino will have 
the opportunity to be the sire of one of 
those litters.

They 
were line bred to another Tyrodal 
dog, and we have just kept a girl, 
very much like her, from Flame’s  
litter by European Int Ch Panthera 
Unica Zeus from Slovinia.  He also 
is a Joy and is also staying with us 
too!   
 
We enjoy road trials and have gained 
Bronze road titles and Flame has 

gained her Bronze and Silver Car-
riage titles recently.  Due to the trials 
we have also done obedience and 
Shadow & Flame passed Gold KC 
Good citizen and Zeus has just done 
his Silver, we also used to display for 
the good citizen and safe and sound 
schemes with children and dogs all 
round the country.
