
According to their website, 
the Canine Health Informa-
tion Center, also known as 
CHIC, is a centralized   
canine health database 
jointly sponsored by the 
AKC/Canine Health Foun-
dation and the Orthopedic 
Foundation for Animals 
(OFA).  
 
With permission from the 
owner of each dog, CHIC 
collects health information 
from multiple sources and 
makes it available on their 
website. CHIC was designed 
with the recognition that 
each breed has different 
health concerns.  
 
For a breed to be part of the 
CHIC system a parent club 
must name at least three 
health conditions for which 
there is a reliable screening 
test. Currently the three 
health conditions for  
Dalmatians are deafness, hip 
dysphasia and abnormalities 
of the eyes.  
 
A Dalmatian gets a CHIC 
number when results of 
BAER test, hip screening 

and eye exam are recorded 
and when the owner has 
opted to release test results 
into the public domain. For 
eye exams, owners must 
complete the back side of the 
Canine Eye Registration 
Foundation (CERF) and send 
it to CERF with a fee. CERF 
automatically forwards the 
results to the OFA.

Next, a printer 
was contacted and she, too, was willing 
to donate her time and print the shirts 
just above cost so that more could be 
donated to this worthy cause.

So far, Spot A Cure 
T-shirts have been sold in 13 states and 
Finland and Australia!
