Astheyears went
on, Canadian owners who
questioned this weretold to
get a dual registration (apply
for AKC registration). The
item was discussed and
voted oninthe 90's, and the
wording was changed to al-
low Dals that wereregis-
teredin the "official" regis-
trations of other countries.
When the Regulations were
first drafted, and when they
were later updated, the Road
Trial Committee ssmply had-

n't "thought of" the other al-
ternatives, such as other reg-
istrations within our own
country.

In 2009, it cameto the
attention of the DCA Road
Trial Committee that Dalma-
tians who were registered
with the UKC but not regis-
tered with the AKC would
not be allowed to compete
under the Road Trial Regula-
tions. This seemed unfair,
considering that ILP/PAL
dogs were eligible to com-
pete. ILP/PAL dogs are dogs
of acertain breed that have
no registration papers, but
LOOK LIKE acertain breed.

Board for approval.
The Board vote on the issue
was discussed at a meeting
and then tabled. At the next
Board meeting, with undy-
ing support from Mary-Lynn
Jensen, the DCA Board
approved the suggested new
wording to the DCA Road
Trial Regulations, and the
Regulations were then up-
dated to reflect a change in
wording which would allow
UKC registered dogs to
competel

One of the reasons the
DCA can make these deci-
sions, is becausethe DCA
Road Trialsarea DCA

To obtain an ILP/PAL # from event, not an AKC event.

the AKC, the dog must be
spayed or neutered, so the
ILP/PAL #isnot desirable
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CC, RD, & RDX aretitles sanctioned
and awarded by the DCA,; they are not
AKC titles. (The AKC has refused thus
far to sanction such a"small", breed-
specific event).

The Regs now state:

SECTION 17. Purebred Dalmatians
only.

As usad in these Regulations, the

word "dog" refers to either sex but only

to Dalmatians that are purebred and

eligiblefor registration in the American

Kennel Club studbook or an AKC lim-
ited registration. An digible unregis-
tered dog for which the American
Kennel Club hasissued a PAL (ILP)
number may also be entered. Any dog
that isregistered in the official registry

of another country as a purebred Dalma-
tian or that holds a United Kennel Club

A CHIC dalmatian is not one who is up
on the latest fashions or trends, but one
who has completed the required health
testing identified on the OFA website
for the breed. For dalmatians, there are
threetests required:

o Hip Dysplasia
0 Congenital Deafness
0 CERF (eyes) or Thyroid

Thereare currently 334 CHIC
dalmatians.

CHIC stands for Canine Health Informa-
tion Center and is a public canine health
database whose goal is to support re-
search into diseases that affect our dogs
aswell as provide test resultsto inter-
ested breeders.

How does my dalmatian get a CHIC
number?

| verecently gone through the process
and it is actually ssmple. Complete the
necessary health testing, submit the
results to OFA and CERF, and wait for
the certification to appear in the mail.
Simple! Here are stepsto ensure you are
not waiting too long for the mail.

BAER testing Dogs can betested as
puppies or adults to qualify, but do not
need to be tested more than once. Com-
plete the BAER form located on the
OFA website (www.offa.org/deafappbw.
pdf), have the examiner record the re-
sults on the form and provide copies of
the BAER tracings for both ears. Mail
the form and tracings to OFA with the
appropriate fee.

Hip Dysplasia Acceptabletests for Ca-
nine Hip Dysplasia (CHD) evaluation

include OFA or PennHip. If you choose
OFA evaluation, the x-rays must be sub-
mitted to OFA with the appropriate form
completed (www.offa.org/hdappbw.pdf)

and fee. Note that if the dog is under 2
years of age, only a preiminary
evaluation will be made and you will
need to repeat the test once thedog is
over 2 years of age. If you choose
PennHip evaluation, find a PennHip
qualified vet (www.pennhip.org/
locatevet.html), have the x-rays taken
and they will submit everything to
PennHip for you. Once you obtain the
results, send a copy to OFA with a $25
fee stating you want the results listed
in the OFA database. Note that Penn-
Hip can be done on a dog as young as
16 weeks of age.

CERF Dogs can betested as young
as 6 weeks old and should be exam-
ined every year asthe CERF examis
only valid for oneyear. Find either a
CERF clinic (www.pennhip.org/
locatevet.html) or an ACVO vet and
have the exam completed. Please note
that dalmatians must be examined
prior to dilation to check for Iris
Sphincter Dysplasia. Once the examis
complete, you will receive the white
copy of theform. Fill out the back side
of that form, and submit to CERF with
the appropriate fee.

Thyroid Dogs can have their blood
drawn at aregular vet appointment and
sent to any of the OFA approved test-
ing facilities (www.caninehealthinfo.
org/thylabs.html) with the form com-
pleted (www.offa.org/thyappbw.pdf)
and associated fee.

Simple points to remember:

o For results to be included in
CHIC, the dog must have some form
of permanent 1D, typically a microchip
or tattoo.

o0 Owners must consent to hav-
ing test results released to the public;
therefore, without that consent, the test
results remain confidential.

0 All test results are available
for researchers, although individual
dogs are not identified.

0 Results of health testing will
show up in the OFA database within
2-6 weeks depending on when they
received the results and when they
update the database. Results submit-
ted to CERF typically show up online
within a week of them receiving
them.

0 A CHIC number is only
givenwhen ALL test results are sub-
mitted and made public.

0 A CHIC number does not im-
ply normal or passing results, just
that all breed specific testing has been
completed with results made public.

That last point is worth repeating. A
CHIC number does not imply normal
or passing results, just that all breed
specific testing has been completed
and released into the public domain.

So, if you want a CHIC dalmatian, all
you need to do is complete the test-
ing, submit the results, and wait for
the mail!
