
     Almost a year ago, I was 
talking with my brother, 
Frank Kocher DVM 
(Monterey, CA), about  
Normal Uric Acid  
Dalmatians and the duration 
of the Backcross Project.   30 
years?  Really?  Well, you 
know how this conversation 
goes because you�ve  
probably already had it with 
several people in your  
community.  
 
     Every time you have this 
discussion with someone you 
know, you get new ideas.  
My brother�s idea was, �Vets 
need to know about this�. 
(This is now known as the 
�Ah-Ha moment�).  I asked 
whom I should contact and 
together a plan was made.  
The California Veterinary 
Medical Association seemed 
like a great place to start 
since so many NUA Dals 
live in California and could 
be provided if needed.  
 
     Many, many conversa-
tions took place between 
March of 2009 and February 
2010.  I was very impressed 

with the questions that were 
asked and the serious effort 
shown by their Health and 
Welfare committee.  I pro-
vided articles, websites, and 
pictures, and even offered to 
come to Sacramento for 
their quarterly meeting so 
they could meet my dogs.   
The Health and Welfare 
committee decided that 
NUA Dalmatians were  
indeed something that would 
benefit the breed and in  
February of 2010 the 
CVMA Board voted to sup-
port NUA Dalmatians and 
their incorporation into the 
AKC registry.  
 
     The CVMA sent a letter 
to the President of the 
American Kennel Club,  
February 16, 2010, stating 
that the CVMA believes that 
Dalmatian stone formation 
is a �serious inherited  
defect� and continues say-
ing, �This Dalmatian  
Backcross Project could 
serve as a model for elimi-
nating genetic defects in 
other breeds.�  They close 
their letter to the AKC  

saying, �The California 
Veterinary Medical Asso-
ciation endorses a scientific 
approach to correcting  
unwanted genetic traits or 
predispositions in a breed.  
This approach would lead 
to an improvement in the 
health of both the individual 
dog and the breed as a 
whole.� 
 
     I would like to thank the 
CVMA for taking the time 
to thoroughly review our 
request for support and I 
would also like to thank my 
brother Frank for opening 
so many doors to make this 
support possible.
