It was 
great to have a chance to spend time 
with some of the people who are doing 
rescue in California.  They are doing 
an amazing job, but they need our sup-
port, as do rescues all over the coun-
try. 
 
We also raised enough money to pay 
for the initial heartworm treatment for 
club member Marcia Rasmussen's res-
cued Dalmatian, Dutch.  He started his 
3 month course of Heartguard and an-
tibiotics to kill the larvae in his blood-
stream, and clear up any infection.  He 
is doing well so far, and we are hoping 
for a complete recovery.
