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Requirements for Grand  
Champion title. To earn a UKC 

Grand Champion title, a dog must: 
 
      1. Win the Champion class at least 
five times with competition, and 
 
      2. Win the Champion class under 
at least three different UKC licensed 
Judges. 
 
Competition is defined as at least three 
dogs correctly entered and shown in 
the Champion class. When awards are 
withheld from other dogs entered in 
the Champion class (i.e., Reserve 
Champion) and a dog is declared the 
winner of the Champion class, the 
other dogs shall not count as  
competition. A Champion wining Best 
of Breed may count the number of 
Champions defeated as well as any 
Grand Champions defeated by winning 
Best of Breed to fulfill the require-
ments of a competition win towards 
the Grand Champion title.
