Chase s Fiona and Aubrey
Richardson s Sky. Aubrey

won and she advanced to the four different judges and

next level where sheand
Sky competed against other
breeds in the semi-finals.
Again Aubrey and Sky
placed high enough to con-
tinueto the final round,
which is held on Friday
night. It s quitethe event,
with many of the UKC folks
dressing in formal wear (and
just as many of us not-so-
formal types hanging out
with them in shorts, tee-
shirts, and sandals reeking
of sweat and covered with a
fine coating of dog hair). Of

their scores are totaled.
Aubrey showed Sky beauti-
fully and won seventh
place the highest placing
ever by a Dalmatian in the
Top Ten competition!

When | spoke with
the ring steward sheinitially began
adjusting our position in line and was
S0 earnest about trying to get usin
later in the day that finally | had to
gently put my hand on hers, look her
in the eye and tell her that no amount
of rearranging the order was going to
make my dog stop acting like the en-
ergizer bunny on crack. Still, asl
walked away, she called after me If
there s ever anything we can do, just
let usknow. Tempted as| wasto
turn around and ask her if she had any
quaaludes (for me, not Hartley!), |
just smiled and waved good-bye.

So, the moral of that story is: if you
do conformation and performance
both, you simply must try for the To-
tal Dog award on Saturday. It sthe
only day of Premier that you and your
dog can compete for this coveted
award. Ohyeah, that sabiggie. Last
year over 60 teams competed for the
award and only about 18 actually re-
ceived it. Toqualify, your dog must
place high in conformation (win Best
of Breed or the Champion or Grand
Champion class or be chosen for an
Award of Merit, etc.) AND qualify in
one of the performance events like
obedience, rally obedience, agility,
etc. When you send in your entries, if
you enter both a conformation and a
performance event on Saturday, you
are automatically entered in the Total
Dog competition. Theres no extra
fee. So far thisyear, we have at least

five club members who are going to go
for thisprize. | dont think any Dalma-
tian has ever won a Total Dog award at
Premier but my goal is to have at |east
three of us strutting around that ring on
Sunday morning when the awards are
announced. Wouldnt that send a great
message about our dogs to the whole
world?

Then Saturday evening is when our
dogs will really take center stage.
DALAPALOOQOZA, our national spe-
cialty will begin in the late afternoon or
early evening (we havent been as-
signed atime yet). Weare offering all
of thetraditional conformation classes
for the unaltered dogs followed by the
same conformation classes for our al-
tered dogs. We also have a brace class
you can enter (two dogs of the same
breed handled by one person), a veteran
class (dogs seven years of age or older),
a stud dog class (a stud dog and at least
two but no more than four dogs sired
by that dog), a brood bitch class (a
brood bitch and at least two but no
more than four dogs produced by that
bitch), and everyone s favorite: the
novice puppy class (dogs threeto six
months of age). In addition therearea
couple of special exhibition, non-
licensed classes we will be offering this
year: Rewarding Assets and Class
Clown.

Rewarding Assetsis a conformation
type class for any Dalmatian registered
with the UKC (even if the dog only has
limited privileges) who isnt eligible to
compete in the intact or altered confor-
mation classes. This classwill give
people who have beautiful dogs they
usually cant enter in conformation
classes a chance to show them off (and
yes, your uni s and deaf dogs are wel-
comein this class).

Class Clowns is open to any Dalmatian
registered with the UKC (and again,
limited privilege dogs are welcome in
this class as are uni s and deaf dogs).
Thistricks class will end our show.

Assuming we are all ableto stand up-
right after this very busy day, we will
have an all club dinner and short meet-
ing right after the specialty. We have-
nt decided on a restaurant yet but De-
niseinsists that it have a private room
for all of usto relax and rehash the
days eventsinand | insist it havea
liquor license.

Sunday follows the same game plan as
Saturday more conformation, more
performance, and more fun visiting the
vendors, eating yummy food with ab-
solutely no nutritional value, and
watching all types of dogs competein
all kinds of events. Entriesto Premier
and DALAPALOQOZA are now open.

It proves that the problem of Hyperuri-
cosuria is widespread, even despite ru-

mors of pointer matings during the
war the UK dalmatian population does
not hold the normal U gene.

It is with hope that the guardians of
the dalmatian breed use this informa-
tion wisdy.
