
On December 4th at the  
British Utility Breeds  
Association Championship 
show, Fiona took on the best 
of British Dalmatians. The 
entry for our breed  was 123. 
The British showring is one 
of the toughest in the world. 
  
I will try to give you an idea 
of how our class system 
works. 
There are usually about 7 
classes for each sex  
consisting of -  
Puppy 6 to 12 months.  
Junior 6 to 18 months. 
Novice for dogs which have 
not won a challenge certifi-
cate or three or more first 
prizes at open and  
championship shows) 
Graduate for dogs which 
have not won a challenge  
certificate or four or more 
first prizes at championship 
shows in Graduate, Post 
Graduate, Minor Limit, Limit 
and Open class, whether re-
stricted or not, at shows 
where challenge certificates 
were offered for the breed. 
Post Graduate for dogs 
which have not won a  
challenge certificate or five 
or more first prizes at cham-
pionship shows in Post 
Graduate, Minor Limit, Limit 

and Open classes whether 
restricted or not, at shows 
where challenge  
certificates were offered for 
the breed. 
Limit for dogs which have 
not become show champions 
under KC regulations or  
under the rules of any gov-
erning body recognized by 
the KC or won 7 or more 
first prizes in all at champi-
onship shows in Limit and 
Open classes, confined to 
the breed, whether restricted 
or not, at shows where  
challenge certificates were 
offered for the breed. 
Open for all dogs of the 
breed for which the class is 
provided and eligible for en-
try at the show. 
  
You will see from the above 
definitions of classes that 
Limit and open are the TOP 
classes, Open is for champi-
ons. Our KC does not recog-
nize UKC, so in theory I 
could have entered Fiona in 
Novice, I decided to enter 
her in the most competitive 
class in the breed, Limit 
Bitch! 
 
Fiona rose to the occasion to 
take a third place, thus quali-
fying her for Crufts on her 

first appearance in top  
competition. 
  
Her next championship 
show came a week later at 
the Ladies Kennel Associa-
tion. Fiona competed in  
another Limit Bitch class 
and was placed 5th out of 
17 top winning bitches, the 
judge on this occasion was 
John Stevenson, husband to 
the secretary of the British 
Dalmatian Club. It was  
extreme pressure for Mr. 
Stevenson integrity, he is 
known to be against NUA 
Dalmatians, however his 
integrity allowed him to see 
Fiona for the top quality 
Dalmatian that she is! And 
this is all I ask for. 
  
Fiona’s next championship 
show is January 9th. Keep 
up the good work Fiona!

We 
are again having our annual specialty 
in conjunction with the UKC Premier 
which is back in its hometown of 
Kalamazoo, MI.  I highly recommend 
the UKC Total Dog.  Gala and Fiona 
qualified at last years Premier and it 
was really exciting to be together in 
that final line up.

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At the beginning of  2010, advocates of 
LUA Dalmatians were eagerly waiting 
for the AKC Board�s reaction to the 
Health and Welfare Advisory Commit-
tee�s report on LUA Dalmatians.  
Rumor had it that the report was  
overwhelmingly favorable for LUA 
Dalmatians. We fully expected as much 
because, in 2009 a similar committee in 
Britain had also been assigned the task  
of reviewing the facts connected with  
LUA Dalmatians. The British review 
resulted in the Kennel Club deciding to 
register LUA Dalmatians.  
 
We were extremely disappointed when 
we found out that although the report 
had been delivered to the AKC Board 
prior to their February meeting, it 
would not be on the agenda until April. 
We would have been even more disap-
pointed if we knew then that it would 
take most of the year before the AKC 
Board would release any specifics about 
the Report. Finally, in November the 
Board released an Executive Summary 
of the Report and announced that, in 
deference to DCA, they would not 
come to a  decision on registration for 
LUA Dalmatians before July 2011.  
 
The AKC Board is giving DCA until 
June:  To get into communication with 
LUA Dalmatian breeders and owners.  
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To provide information about LUA 
Dalmatians to their club members. To 
poll the membership again on the issue 
of registration. To urge Dr Bartges to 
complete his new study in which he 
hopes to identify genetic differences 
between HUA Dals that have been 
treated for stones and those that have 
not.  
 
In the past year there has been very 
little formal communication between 
the AKC and those who are seeking to 
register our LUA Dals. Most of what 
we know has been learned from  
reading the Minutes AKC Board  
meetings and  private communication 
with members of the Board.  
 
The AKC indicated that they plan to 
assign someone from their Registra-
tion Department, to work with DCA 
on one side and LUA Dal owners on 
the other to come up with terms and 
conditions for registration.  An  
example of the kind of thing that will 
most likely be discussed is a system 
for easy identification of LUA Dals.  It 
has already been suggested that   
registration numbers for LUA Dals 
contain an asterisk or other unique 
symbol.  
 
The AKC made it known that they 

wanted us to designate a spokesper-
son for the LUA group for this next 
phase of the process. Carol Chase has 
been chosen for the job. She will be 
in contact with the AKC after their 
Board meeting in January and get  
details about what to expect in the 
coming months.   
 
Back in June of 2009 when I 
FedExed a copy of the petition signed 
by 1320 people asking the AKC to 
register LUA Dalmatians, I never 
imagined that that it would take so 
long to get an answer. The whole 
process has demanded an incredible 
amount of patience already and even 
more will be needed in the months 
ahead.  
 
I ask that everyone hold tight for the 
next few weeks and give Carol the 
time to begin the next round of  
negotiations on behalf of LUA Dals.  
 
Personally, I think it is a very good 
omen that Carol�s Fiona qualified for 
Crufts at this point in time. All the 
owners of LUA Dals want is the  
opportunity to have our dogs judged 
fairly along side other Dalmatians.

Having had a lot of �project dogs� over 
the last few years, I am continually  
delighted by Hartley�s (CH Aberdeen�s 
Bob Hartley, an LUA) temperament 
and enjoy taking him everywhere with 
me.  I have also become a little  
obsessed with testing that tempera-
ment.  Of course, Hartley earned his 
Canine Good Citizen (CGC) as well as 
Therapy Dog International (TDI)  
certification.  But that wasn�t enough 
for me; certainly there were more tests 
I could inflict on him, weren�t there?  I 
noticed that many UKC dogs had not 
just the CGC and TDI initials after 
their name, but also TT.  After asking 
around, I learned that those initials  
indicated that the dog had passed the 
American Temperament Testing  
Society�s test (www.atts.org).  Hmm, a 
national test, let�s take a stab at that, I 
thought. 
 
     The American Temperament Test 
Society�s (ATTS) motto is �A SOUND 
MIND IN A SOUND BODY� and 
their website explains that the  
organization is a national not-for-profit 
for the promotion of temperament 
evaluation.  ATTS was established to: 
 
      Provide for a uniform national  
program of temperament testing of 
purebred and spayed/neutered mixed-
breed dogs.   
 
      Conduct seminars to disseminate 
information to dog owners, dog breed-
ers, and evaluators (testers) concerning 
dog psychology, motivation, reaction, 
and other aspects of temperament  
testing.   
 
      Recognize and award certificates to 
dogs that pass the requirements of the 
temperament evaluation.   
 
     Work for the betterment of all 
breeds of dogs. 

 
ATTS is the only organization that  
bestows the TT (Temperament Tested) 
title to a dog. The test is for all breeds 
and it is uniform throughout the  
country.  The first test was held in  
September 1977 and the number of 
dogs tested as of June 2010 is 30,468 
with 25,109 (or 82.4%) of the dogs 
earning a TT title. Since 1977, they 
have tested 329 Dalmatians and 271 
(or 82.4%) earned the title. Yeah, I 
know, it�s kind of weird that the  
percentage of Dals having earned the 
TT title is the same as the percentage 
of all dogs that have earned the title, 
but if you go to their website (www.
atts.org), you will see lots and lots of 
breed statistics, some with decidedly 
different results. 
 
      By now, I�m pretty intrigued by 
ATTS but am still questioning how 
much import their test really has on the 
dog world in the U.S.  I mean, is it just 
an easy way to add a couple of letters 
to my dog�s name for a $30.00 fee?  To 
answer this question, I reviewed the 
CHIC database and found that several 
breeds included ATTS temperament 
tests, most notably, the Sheltie.  Now 
I�m convinced; Hartley�s gonna take 
their test but I want an honest evalua-
tion from them, so even though I read 
through the different components of 
the test, I chose not to �teach to the 
test� and intentionally didn�t practice 
any of the elements beforehand. 
 
      When I sign him up for the test, I 
am directed to list all of his titles and 
explain, in copious detail, the different 
types of training he�s had.  I later learn 
that this is so the evaluators will be 
able to judge each dog based on the 
experiences and training of that par-
ticular dog.  So the evaluators will look 
at Hartley�s reaction to gun shots being 
fired in a slightly different way than 

they would a gun dog or a dog that is 
protection trained.  (The ATTS evalua-
tors undergo very lengthy training and 
apprenticeships before they are  
allowed to judge dogs in the field.) 
 
      The actual test consists of five  
stations (each with multiple  
substations) and measures different 
aspects of temperament such as  
stability, shyness, aggressiveness, and 
friendliness as well as the dog’s  
instinct for protectiveness toward its 
handler and/or self-preservation in the 
face of a threat.  
 
     The test simulates a casual walk 
through a park or neighborhood where 
everyday life situations are encoun-
tered. During this walk, the dog  
experiences visual, auditory, and  
tactile stimuli. Neutral, friendly, and 
threatening situations are encountered, 
requiring the dog to distinguish  
between non-threatening situations and 
those calling for watchful and protec-
tive reactions.  All of this is done on a 
loose leash and in what I like to call an 
�obedience free zone.� I just moved 
from station to station with the leash in 
my hand.  I was not allowed to com-
municate with Hartley in any way. 
 
There were 
four judges 
watching 
Hartley�s 
reactions to 
each station 
from  
different 
vantage 
points 
(usually there are only three judges but 
one judge was apprenticing to become 
a head judge on the day Hartley tested, 
so we had one head judge, one appren-
tice head judge, and two more judges)

Each judge scored Hartley�s  
reactions to each station and substation 
from 1 to 10.  A score of 1 point on any 
station, from any of the judges, is  
automatic failure for the entire test.  A 
dog would score only 1 point if s/he 
showed any: 
 
     Unprovoked aggression 
 
     Panic without recovery 
 
     Strong avoidance 
 
At first, I assumed a score of 10 would 
be the best possible score for each  
station but that turned out not to be the 
case.  A score of 10, while still techni-
cally passing, indicates a dog with a 
temperament that is over-the-top crazy 
friendly.  The dog that jumps up on 
strangers and can�t stop licking their 
faces would score a 10, but, that�s not 
the kind of dog most people want to 
live with. Interestingly enough, scores 
of 4, 5, or 6 points on a station/
substation are considered best. 
 
And we�re off to the first station.  Hart-
ley walks by my side in heel position 
for about three strides and then he starts 
lagging behind, smelling all the won-
derful smells of those that came  
before.  In fact, he stays behind me so 
much, I don�t see him again until the 
very last station (I have to bite my 
tongue several times to keep from using 
verbal commands to bring him back to 
heel position and I have already been 
admonished by the head judge � one 
big, scary guy - to keep my hands in my 
jacket pockets), so I have no idea how 
he is doing and I can�t read anything 
from the judges� body language; they�re 
hunched over their clipboards, staring 
intently and writing constantly.  I just 
keep walking from station to station, 
slowing down, speeding up, and  
occasionally stopping as directed by 
scary head judge. 
 
 The first station is BEHAVIOR  
TOWARD STRANGERS and  
measures the dog’s reaction to strangers 

in a non-threatening situation.  There 
is a neutral stranger who approaches, 
shakes hands, and engages me in a 
brief conversation while ignoring 
Hartley.  The purpose of this is to 
evaluate Hartley�s reaction to passive 
socialization and his protective in-

stinct.  Then a friendly stranger  
approaches us happily and briskly, is 
very friendly to and pets Hartley.  The 
purpose of 
this is to 
evaluate his 
(Hartley�s, 
not the 
friendly 
stranger�s) 
active  
social skills.
              
 
The second station is REACTION TO 
AUDITORY STIMULI and measures 
the dog’s reaction 
to auditory stimuli 
and his investiga-
tive behavior.   
Hartley and  
I approach a  
hidden person 
who rattles a 
metal bucket filled 
with rocks and sets 
this bucket in our 
path. I am not  
allowed to encour-
age Hartley and I 
am reminded to  
focus on the bucket, 
not my dog. 
 
 The purpose of this 
is to test alertness 

and curiosity.  Then we come to the 
part of the station I have only read gun-
shots.  To the best of my knowledge, 
Hartley had never heard a gunshot and I 
feared this might be our Waterloo.  I 
stopped at a designated marker with my 
back toward a well-hidden assistant. 
The assistant fired three shots using 
a .22 caliber starter pistol (SHOT-
PAUSE-SHOT-SHOT). The purpose of 
this is to measure the dog’s recovery 
response to a sudden noise.  Hartley, 
being well, Hartley, 
is directly  
behind me 
during this 
test so I have  
absolutely no 
idea how he 
did but we 
were not  
excused and 
were  
directed to 
approach the 
third station.  
 
 
 
 
  

  

Umbrella test with brown dog 
 
REACTION TO VISUAL STIMULUS 
measures the dog’s reaction to a sudden 
visual stimulus, in this case,  
an umbrella.  We approached an  
assistant sitting in a chair holding a 
closed umbrella parallel to the ground 
at a 90 degree angle to us. When  
Hartley was five feet from the assistant, 
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the umbrella was snapped open very 
quickly.   Hartley jumped backed from 
the umbrella and I was directed by the 
head judge (he�s the only one who 
gets to open his word hole on the 
course) to encourage Hartley to inves-
tigate the umbrella but I must talk to 
the umbrella, not my dog.  Umm, I 
don�t know about you folks but I don�t 
routinely make conversation with  
umbrellas, so I just squatted down by 
it and told it how pretty it looked in 
the sun.  Hartley, probably convinced 
that I had finally gone �round the 
bend, came over to investigate and I 
was told to proceed to the fourth sta-
tion. 
 
TACTILE STIMULI measures the 
dog’s reaction to unusual footing.  

First, Hartley and I walked the entire 
length of a 15-foot by 6-foot plastic 
strip.  Then he walked the entire 
length of a 12-foot by 3-foot unfolded 
exercise pen .  
 
The purpose 
was to measure 
his sensitivity 
to unusual 
footing, his 
ability to  
recover from 
the fear of  
unusual footing, 
and to measure his 
investigative  
behavior toward the 
unusual footing. 
 

SELF-PROTECTIVE/AGGRESSIVE 
BEHAVIOR, evaluates the dog’s  
capacity to recognize an unusual  
situation, its threshold to provocation, 
its protective instincts, and its  
propensity to realize when the  
situation becomes a threat.  We began 
by walking up to a designated marker 
and a non-threatening but weirdly-
dressed stranger crosses the path 38 
feet in front of us. This was to test 
Hartley�s alertness to an unusual  
situation.  Next, the weird stranger  
advances 10 feet toward us in a  
threatening manner. This allowed the 
judges to evaluate Hartley�s ability to 
recognize when an unusual situation 
turns into a provocation.  Then the 

weird stranger advances to within 18 
feet of us in an aggressive manner. 
The purpose of this is to evaluate  
Hartley�s protective instincts.   
Aggression here is checked against the 
breed standard and the dog’s training. 
A Schutzhund trained dog lunging at 
the stranger is allowed, but if an un-
trained Siberian Husky does the same, 
it may fail. (if you look closely, you 
might see the whip in his right hand) 

We left the course and walked to a 
bench to wait for the head judge to tally 
up the scores and give us an indication 
of how Hartley did.  At this point, I�m 
sweating bullets because I couldn�t as-
sess Hartley�s reaction to several of the 
stations (have I mentioned that he  
insisted on completing almost the entire 
test behind me?!).  All in all, Hartley 
was scored from 1 to 10 by each of the 
four judges on his reaction to ten  
stations/substations, resulting in 40 
scores that will be averaged.  The scores 
are officially tallied by ATTS and sent 
to the participants a few weeks after the 
test but the scary head judge knows how 
every dog did and he�s been talking to 
all the handlers as they finish.  

 
     After what seemed like an eternity, 
he walked over, stood towering above 
us with his back to the sun, putting us in 
deep, dark shadow and forcing me to 
squint when I looked up at him.  Then 
he says �Well, I have nothing to say to 
you.� Huh?  He�d spent at least ten  
minutes with every team before us.  I 
hung my head and Hartley sniffed his 
crotch (uh huh, that�d be the judge�s 
crotch).  I looked up and stammered 
something about the gun shots,  
explaining that they were totally novel 
to Hartley.  The judge brusquely told 
me that Hartley sniffed the ground 
while the shots were fired and never 
even looked up.  �Best test today� he 
announced, turned on his heel, and 
walked back on the course.  
 
     The ATTS itemizes the official  
temperament test results by station/
substation expressly to help breeders 
make more informed choices when

choosing mates for their breeding 
stock.  For example, if a breeder has a 
temperament tested dog who acted in 
an overly aggressive manner when 
threatened (which would be indicated 
by a score of 2 on that portion of the 
test), the breeder could choose a  
temperament tested mate who scored a 
7, 8, or even 9 on the same portion of 
the test.  Conversely, a breeder who 
wanted to breed a temperament tested 

bitch who is over-the-top friendly with 
strangers (as indicated by a score of 9 
or 10 on that portion of the test) could 
choose a male who scored a 3, 4, or 5 
in the same category. 
     A few weeks after Hartley tested, I 
received the official results and was 
delighted to read that he earned a score 
of 4 points on five of the stations/
substations in the test (including the 
dreaded gun test), a score of 5 points on 

three others, and a score of 6 points on 
the remaining two.  For more informa-
tion about the American  
Temperament Testing Society, please 
visit their website at www.atts.org.
