Subject matter: dog training and
behavior, new products, dogsin the
news, includes some cat information
too, lots of great guests

The host of this podcast is very
upbesat; | mean redlly, really
enthusiastic. Chronically so. At first
| thought this would be a turn off for
me but during the first episode, |
discovered that it wasnt bad after all.
Maybe it s because sheis honestly
enthusiastic about pets. And, 1 11
admit, it skind of contagious.
Deborah has away of making me
smileeven if | mstuck in traffic and
late for an appointment. She has
years of experience working with
dogs and cats and owns Camp Good
Dog on Vancouver Island in Canada.

While she does indulge in some self-
promotion, mostly for the lines of
Standard Poodles and Golden
Retrievers she breeds, her podcasts
generally are very objective analyses
of different pet (mostly dog, some
cat) topics, with the help of expert
guests invited to the party.

One of my favorite episodesis onein
which she and two guests discussed
the differencesin dog and cat
behavior and why the two species

dont always get along. | learned that
dogs and cats will offer the same
behavior signals but with completely

opposite meanings. For example, adog
with histail held straight up and erect is

one who is engaged, assessing the
situation for potential problems, ready

to react if necessary. Whereas a cat will

hold her tail in asimilar manner but in

the lexicon of cat speak, it means sheis

relaxed and friendly, inviting attention.

Now, it makes perfect senseto me why
there would be a miscommunication
between the species, after all, the cat
sees the dog with such a tail and
interprets it asan invitation for

affection, while the dog thinks, oh boy,

I m clearly showing this creature that
| mready to react in this situation yet

she keeps trying to pursue me, | d better

defend myself.

Length: about 35 minutes

Subject Matter: all three hostsare
very experienced dog trainers and
canine behavior consultants, so they
usually discusstraining and behavior
issues

The hosts of a podcast are almost as
important as the subject matter, for me.
If the host doesnt have avoicel can
listento or if they are not appealing in
some other way, | just cant stay

interested. Happily, all three hosts have

very appealing voices and really seem
to enjoy creating a podcast together.
All three women are dog trainers and
behavior consultants who operate
Kindred Spirits Canine Education
Center in Vista, California.

The majority of these podcasts focus on

behavior and training problems, often
answering questions from listeners.

They rarely include any guests and with

these three women, they don t need
them! One of thethings| redly like
about this podcast is that the hosts
recognize that dogs are the most
diverse speciesin the world and that
thereis never a one-size-fits-all
answer to any problem and, asa
group, they have enough experience
and depth of knowledge to address an
issue from many different angles. |
find so much educational valuein
their podcaststhat it sreally hard for
meto pick onethat stands out to me
as great. But, | dont mind telling
you that their episode on first aid kits
really got me thinking.

| have afirst aid kit for my dogs; we
probably all do. Having researched
several sources while assembling it, |
thought it was rather complete. That
is, until after | listened to the episode
that detailed what they have in their
kits. | was astounded at the holes
inmine. AndI m not talking about
adding expensive, store bought items.
I mtalking about adding cheap items,
often readily available in your home.
For example, an old magazine or two
can bethrown into afirst aid kit and,
when rolled up tightly, used asa
splint for an injured leg.

Or how about the kid s liquid version
of Benadry! (diphenhydramine)?
(Benadryl is an antihistamine that
helps relieve swelling and itching
from allergic reactions.) | have
Benadryl in my first aid kit; | bet
most of us do. But theliquid version?
Not me. Asthe hosts of It sa Doggy
Dog World pointed out, if you dog is
stung by a beg, it slikely going to be
in the mouth or face area, which
begins to swell very quickly, often
making it difficult to get a pill down
thethroat. But with theliquid version
of diphenhydramine, al you haveto
dois get some inside their mouth and
it begins to work right away.
